CITY OF CENTRALIA 2020 NDA ANNUAL UPDATE REPORT

Report any changes in the organization structure since the last reporting period.
There was no change to the organizational structure.

This data was obtained from the U.S. Census Bureau for the entire City Limits of
Centralia. As you can see, the two major racial groups in this area are White (non-
Hispanic) and Hispanic. However, based upon project location, the exact make-up
of the population will vary. Some areas have a much higher minority population
than others.

When we complete transportation-related projects or studies in a specific area of
town, we obtain site-specific demographic information to ensure all protected
groups are identified. In addition to the basic information provided by the Census
Data and the data provided on the OFM website, we also utilize the staticalatlas.com
website as well as school demographic information to identify protected groups
within and around a project area.

We completed a project specific study for the Harrison Avenue — Johnson Road
to Galvin Road Project. Although the project was determined to be exempt from
Environmental Justice requirements, we utilized the demographic information
obtained to determine the makeup of the population adjacent to, and in the
surrounding area of, the project we will be constructing.

The information was utilized to determine the demographic makeup of the
population in and around the project area. This includes property owners,
tenants and schools.

Public outreach in 2020 included City Council Meeting presentations, individual
mailers to property owners and tenants directly adjacent to the project.

City Council Meetings are recorded and ¢an be translated if requested. The
public notices that were sent to the adjacent property owners included English
and Spanish translations. If requested, we also have a translator available for in-
person contacts.

b. What outreach efforts did you utilize to ensure that minority, women, low income,
and LEP population groups were provided equal opportunity to participate in those
outreach activities.

Agendas for the City Council Meetings and all public meetings are provided on
the City’s website, posted on social media, and news releases are sent to the local
newspaper, radio stations, community groups, transit agencies, etc. They are
also available at City Hall. Translation services are available if requested. All
public notices and news releases we publish include a statement indicating that
anyone that needs accommodation in order to participate in meetings may
contact the City Clerk and accommodations will be made to ensure equal
opportunity to participate.

In 2020, Tierra Right-of-Way obtained the services of a translator to work with
our consultant through the process of obtaining temporary construction
easements for the Harrison Avenue — Johnson Road to Galvin Road Project. We
did not need to utilize their services.

A fairly significant minority population was identified to live, work and travel
around the project area for the Harrison Avenue — Johnson Road to Galvin Road
project vicinity. Therefore, for the purposes of obtaining temporary construction
easements from property owners adjacent to the project site, in addition to sending
notices in English and Spanish, we included a statement regarding the availability of
a translator if necessary and ensured the consultant had a translation company on-
call if necessary. However, the services were not needed in 2020 and there were no
impacts to mitigate.

There were no transportation related projects constructed in 2020. However, we are
currently in the ROW Phase of the Harrison Avenue, Johnson Road to Galvin Road
project. This project will include the addition of curb/gutter/sidewalk, bicycle lanes
and stormwater system improvements. We have identified the potential minority,
low income, and LEP populations. We anticipate this project will have a positive
impact on these populations since it will provide a safe walking/bicycle route to area
schools and shopping. However, we will ensure that we identify any adverse impacts
and address them during the design phase.

The efforts that were made to address Limited English Proficiency issues (including use
and cost of translators, outreach efforts for each reported activity.)

No right-of-way was acquired for a transportation project in 2020, however we did
acquire some of the temporary construction easements needed for the construction
of the Harrison Avenue — Johnson Road to Galvin Road Project. Some of the



properties we obtained easements from were multi-family and rental properties.
There are minority, low-income, elderly and disabled residents that live in some of
the properties that we obtained easements from. Written communication with the
property owners was completed in both English and Spanish. We will do that again
when we send out notices to all residents closer to construction. We also have
translator services available if needed.

All residents that we have talked to are very excited about the project. The only
concerns that were raised were in regards to access during construction. We will be
working with the property owners and residents closely during construction to
ensure that all residents have access and impacts are minimal during construction of
the project.

The City of Centralia adopted the Non-Discrimination Agreement for Cities with
populations under 100,000.

Goals for 2021

In 2020, we made changes to our public involvement procedures. In the past, project
notices were not sent out to area residents on construction projects. Beginning in 2020,
we completed more public involvement with residents and property owners that live in
and around construction projects to inform them of the work that will be taking place.
This will applied to all transportation projects regardless of the funding source. It also
applies to any non-transportation projects that could have impacts to area residents during
construction. We also began sending out all communication to the public in both English
and Spanish. This community has a high percentage of Spanish-speaking residents.

Our goals for 2021 will be to continue to enhance the public involvement we complete on
projects to include reaching out to more community groups that have developed
relationships with minority, elderly and disabled populations.
